1. WHAT IS HYOSPAN AND WHAT IS IT USED FOR?

The name of the medicine is Hyospan. It is indicated for the relief of spasm of
the genito-urinary tract or gastro- intestinal tract and for the symptomatic
relief of Irritable Bowel Syndrome.

Each tablet contains: Hyoscine N butyl bromide10mg BP.

Each 5ml contains: Hyoscine butyl bromide 5mg BP.

2.  BEFORE YOU USE HYOSPAN:

Do not use without medical advice:

+ If you have had an allergy to any of the ingredients in the past.

« If you are on any other drugs.

*You must talk to a doctor if you do not feel better or if you feel worse.

*If you are pregnant

« If you are breastfeeding.

3. HOWTO USE HYOSPAN:

Always take or give this medicine exactly as your doctor has told you.
Check with your doctor or pharmacist if you are not sure.

Tablets: For adults and children over 6year :( 1-2) tablets (3- 4) times
daily swallowed whole with fluid.

Syrup: For adults and children over 6years :( 10 — 20) mls (3-4) times
daily swallowed whole with fluid.

Children: 1- 6 years (5-10) mls

Infants: Smls 3times daily or as directed by physicians

4. POSSIBLE SIDE EFFECTS:

Like all medicines, Hyospan can have side effects though not everyone gets
them.

Rare: urinary retention

Report this or any other side effects to your doctor or pharmacist.

5. HOW TO STORE HYOSPAN:

Do not use Hyospan after the expiry date stamped on the pack. The expiry
date refers to the last day of the month.

Hyospan should be stored in a cool place below 30°C, protected from direct
sunlight and kept out of the sight and reach of children

Medicines should not be disposed off via wastewater or household waste. Ask
your pharmacist how to dispose off medicines no longer required. These
measures will help protect the environment.

The active substances in Hyospan preparations is Hyoscine butyl bromide.
